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I believe that Japanese society should accept more immigrants positively. I have two reasons.
First, the decline in the number of young people is one of the major concerns in Japan. On the
other hand, many developing nations are faced with a rise in the birthrate. So in order to
complement each other, Japanese society has to ease restrictions on immigration. Second, I don’t
think robots and computers can totally substitute for humans. While these devices could care for
the elderly physically, supporting them mentally is still exclusively humans’ domain. For these
reasons, I believe the relaxation on immigration policies is the key in the long run. (107 words)
